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FADE IN 

INT. House – Night 

ELISABETH, an elderly grandmother, is reading a book in her sofa chair. The living room is half lit with two lamps on and two lamps off. She puts a bookmark in the next chapter of the partially read book. A dining table is seen behind one of the sofas. She gets up from the sofa chair. She walks across the hallway to her bedroom. 

INT. Bedroom – Night 

She turns on the bedroom lights. Elisabeth walks to the bedroom mirror. She stares for a moment. Turns her head to one of the pictures of her husband and smiles. 

Flashback – EXT. Forest – Day 

BOB and Elisabeth gets out of the car. They walk towards the edge of a forest. Bob, carrying his gun, sets up four cans on a near by fence. Elisabeth follows Bob and watches him.

  ELISABETH 
I feel a little nervous
 about holding a gun Bob. 
You sure you want me to 
do this? 

BOB 
  (Still setting up)
Sure, I think this'll be 
a good experience for you. 
You might like it. 

  ELISABETH 
I hope so. I've been told 
to be careful with guns. 

LATER… 

Bob finishes his set up. Bob walks to Elisabeth and brings her to the set up shooting range. He shows Elisabeth the rifle. 

BOB 
 Let me show you how to aim. 

Bob aims his rifle between the four cans. 

BOB 
Now, you have to hold the rifle
like this. 
(Points as he demonstrates) 
You have to look on the top part 
of the rifle to aim. Then after 
you do that, you find your 
target and squeeze the trigger…
(Taps on the trigger) 
to shoot. 

Bob gives the rifle to Elisabeth. 

BOB 
You try. Don't worry, it's not
loaded yet. We’ll get to that 
soon. 

Elisabeth stares at the rifle for a moment. 

Elisabeth holds the rifle while Bob stands behind her and holds her hands. 

BOB 
There you go. Now take 
your time, I'm here for you. 

Bob smiles. 

Elisabeth lightly laughs. She moves her right hand slowly under the rifle and the left hand on the trigger. Elisabeth pulls the trigger. 

BOB 
Good job Hun. You're doing 
great. 

Bob takes the gun and the clip. 

BOB 
This time, you load the bullets 
into the clip like so. 

Bob demonstrates this immediately. 


BOB 
Then, you put the clip into 
this slot here. 
(Points to slot) 
Finally, you pull back the 
pull bar and that's it. 

Bob smiles. Bob gives the rifle and loaded clip to Elisabeth. Elisabeth slowly puts the clip into the rifle and pulls back the pull bar. 

BOB 
Good job. Wow. Now, try to aim 
and shoot one of the cans. 

Elisabeth raises the rifle at eye level and aims at one of the cans. Bob stands behind her again. Elisabeth pulls the trigger and fires the rifle. The butt of the rifle yanks and ricochets off her shoulder. One of the cans gets knocked off by the bullet. Bob immediately hugs her and holds the rifle. 

BOB 
Are you ok Elisabeth? 

Elisabeth puts her hand over her shoulder. 

ELISABETH 
Yeah I'm fine. My shoulder got 
bumped by the back of the gun. 

BOB 
That's ok Hun, it'll sting a 
little bit, but you shot the target. 
You did very good too. 

ELISABETH 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Really? Ha ha ha. Thanks Bob. I l
don't think I held on tight enough. 

BOB
Well, practice makes perfect. 
Want to try again?

Pause. 

ELISABETH 
Sure. 
Elisabeth and Bob smile at each other. 

Elisabeth takes the gun. She pulls back the bar. Elisabeth aims at another can and fires the rifle again. 

BOTH 
Hahahaha. 

End Flashback. 

INT. House – Night 

Elisabeth walks out of the closet in her night clothes. She opens up the bed sheets and sits on the bed. 

Pause. 

She then looks at a picture of Elisabeth and Bob together with a blue background, seen on a lamp table next to her.  

Flashback – EXT. HIGWAY – DAY 

Bobs car drives near Sigley AVE. Truck comes in the lane next to Bobs car. The truck drives in the front left of Bobs car. Bob, with an annoyed look, drives next to the truck and attempts to drive away. Truck immediately, with the right blinker on, enters Bob’s lane. 

Bob honks his horn once in anger. He changes to the nearest left lane and drives up to the left front side of the truck. 

BOB 
HEY YOU BOZO, PULL OVER! 

Both vehicles pull over at Sigley AVE. 

ELISABETH 
Honey don't do this, please! 

Bob gets out of the car and stomps his way to the truck driver. 

ELISABETH 
Bob, get here! Stop that! 

Bob and the truck driver have inaudible angered dialogue. 

LATER. 

Both Bob and the truck driver wave each other off and the truck driver drives back on the road. 

INT. CAR – DAY 

Bob stomps his way back to his car. Bob enters the car and slams the door. He puts on the seatbelt and grasps the steering wheel. 

ELISABETH
Honey, what's wrong? I've never 
Seen you this upset before. 

BOB 
How dare he cut me off! 

ELISABETH 
I'm sorry he cut you off, but 
please relax. I don't want you 
to get upset at anything. 

Bob loosens up his hands. 

BOB 
I'm sorry Hun. I don't mean to get 
you worried about me. I won't let any 
harm come to you. 
(Pause) 
I love you so much Elisabeth. 

Bob smiles. 

End of Flashback. 

INT. HOUSE – NIGHT 

Elisabeth continues to stare at the picture on the lamp table. 

ELISABETH 
I love you too honey. 

Elisabeth blow kisses the Bob’s head on the picture. She then prays while sitting in the bed. She turns off the light and lays down in bed.
